Kya DeMeter and Conrad Schuetz said
local churches have donated food for the
pantry to help keep it replenished. The
goal now is to ensure students know it is
available so they can take advantage.

“It’s everything they can easily make
here or take home,” said DeMeter. “It’s
for everyone and it’s free food.”

“There are Pop Tarts, macaroni and
cheese and Ramen noodles,” added
Schuetz. “It’s open to anybody, whether
you got up late and didn’t eat breakfast or
need to take something home. The local
churches donate items or money and we
purchase items.”

“Members are repre-
senting countries, selling food and
raffle tickets, serving refresh-
ments, helping with decorations
and children’s activities, dancing,

singing, setting up for the event
and cleaning up afterwards.”

Among the 20 countries being
spotlighted are Russia, Italy, Ba-
hamas, Latvia, Romania, Brazil,
Japan, Hungary, United Kingdom,
Puerto Rico, Peru, Jamaica,
France, China, Ireland, Poland,
Bolivia, Mexico, Nicaragua and
Spain. Soos continued that more
fun interaction is planned for kids
who attend with passports and
characters from foreign fairy tales
and legends. Members will dress
in costume as a character from the
country they represent while chil-
dren may take pictures with their
favorites.

She commented that the fair has
been successful due in large part
to the student and public participa-
tion.

“We are extremely proud of the
success of our culture fair. We are
celebrating our 15™ one, which is
amazing,” she concluded. “We
hope it will be the biggest and best
fair ever.
